Due to lack of awareness, the number of eye donors in the country is very
low

Dr. Dhawan
The main objective of eye donation fortnight is to make people aware about eye donation.
These words were said by expert Dr. Sandeep Dhawan while addressing a seminar organized
in Nawab Jassa Singh Ahluwalia Government College, Kapurthala in connection with the eye
fortnight celebrated by the health department till September 8. They informed the students
about the importance of donating eyes. He said that due to lack of awareness, the number of
corneal donors in India is very low, due to which many people are forced to live their lives in
the dark. He said that due to any accident, lack of vitamin A, injury to the cornea, the person
becomes a victim of blindness and in such a case, the cornea is transplanted. Dr. Dhawan said
that within 6 hours, the eyes of dead persons can be transplanted to another person. He said
that after closing the eyes of the deceased, a piece of wet cloth should be placed on his eyes,
the AC should be turned on and the eye bank should be informed as soon as possible so that
the eyes of the eye donor can be received on time. He said that eye donation is an act of
charity, if a person wants to donate, he can contact the eye department at the hospital (Cornea
Collection Center). He said that information can also be given on toll free number 1919 in
this regard. Addressing the seminar, Dr. V.K. Singh, Principal of the college said that eye
donation by one person can brighten two lives. Dr. Meena Sethi, Dr. Jasmeet Sethi, Dr.

Ravinder Jasal etc. were present on this occasion.
